A: A reading from Genesis:
Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain,
saying, “I have gotten a man with the help of the LORD.” ? And again,
she bore his brother Abel. Now Abel was a keeper of sheep, and Cain
a worker of the ground. * In the course of time Cain brought to the
LORD an offering of the fruit of the ground, * and Abel also brought of
the firstborn of his flock and of their fat portions. And the LORD had
regard for Abel and his offering, ° but for Cain and his offering he had
no regard. So Cain was very angry, and his face fell. ° The LORD said to
Cain, “Why are you angry, and why has your face fallen? ’ If you do
well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin is
crouching at the door. Its desire is contrary to you, but you must rule
over it.”

8 Cain spoke to Abel his brother. And when they were in the field,
Cain rose up against his brother Abel and killed him. * Then the LORD
said to Cain, “Where is Abel your brother?”

And you were dead in the trespasses and sins Zin which you once
walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of the
power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of
disobedience— * among whom we all once lived in the passions of our
flesh, carrying out the desires of the body and the mind, and were by
nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind. * But God, being rich
in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us, > even when
we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by
grace you have been saved— ¢ and raised us up with him and seated us
with him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, ’ so that in the coming
ages he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness
toward us in Christ Jesus. ® For by grace you have been saved through
faith.
